
Who I am in Christ
Acts 1:8
But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be 
witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

Colossians 1:14
in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.

Colossians 1:27
To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the 
Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.

Colossians 2:6-7
As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him,
[7] rooted and built up in Him and established in the faith, as you have been taught, abounding 
in it with thanksgiving.

Colossians 2:10
and you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and power.
[11] In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting 
off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ,
[12] buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the 
working of God, who raised Him from the dead.
[13] And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made 
alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses,

Colossians 3:1-4
If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting 
at the right hand of God.
[2] Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth.
[3] For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.
[4] When Christ who is our life appears, then you also will appear with Him in glory.

Colossians 3:12
Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, 
meekness, long suffering;

1 Corinthians 1:2
To the church of God which is at Corinth, to those who are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to 
be saints, with all who in every place call on the name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both theirs and 
ours:

1 Corinthians 1:30
But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God-and righteousness 
and sanctification and redemption-



1 Corinthians 2:16
For “who has known the mind of the LORD that he may instruct Him?” But we have the mind 
of Christ.

1 Corinthians 6:17
But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.

1 Corinthians 6:19-20
Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you 
have from God, and you are not your own?[20] For you were bought at a price; therefore 
glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s.

1 Corinthians 12:27
Now you are the body of Christ, and members individually.

2 Corinthians 1:21-22
Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God,
[22] who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.

2 Corinthians 5:17
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all 
things have become new.

2 Corinthians 5:20-21
Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore
you on Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God.
[21] For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him.

2 Corinthians 6:1
We then, as workers together with Him also plead with you not to receive the grace of God in 
vain.

2 Corinthians 12:10
Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, in distresses, 
for Christ’s sake. For when I am weak, then I am strong.

Deuteronomy 7:8
but because the LORD loves you, and because He would keep the oath which He swore to your 
fathers, the LORD has brought you out with a mighty hand, and redeemed you from the house 
of bondage, from the hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

Deuteronomy 14:2
For you are a holy people to the LORD your God, and the LORD has chosen you to be a people
for Himself, a special treasure above all the peoples who are on the face of the earth.



Ephesians 1:3-8
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual
blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,
[4] just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and 
without blame before Him in love,
[5] having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good 
pleasure of His will,
[6] to the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He made us accepted in the Beloved.
[7] In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the 
riches of His grace[8] which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence,

Ephesians 1:11-13
In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose of 
Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will,
[12] that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory.
[13] In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in 
whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,

Ephesians 1:18
the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His 
calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints,

Ephesians 2:4-6
But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us,
[5] even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you 
have been saved),
[6] and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,

Ephesians 2:8
For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God,

Ephesians 2:10
For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared 
beforehand that we should walk in them.

Ephesians 2:13
But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of 
Christ.

Ephesians 2:19-20
Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints 
and members of the household of God,
[20] having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself 
being the chief corner stone,

Ephesians 2:22
in whom you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.



Ephesians 3:6
that the Gentiles should be fellow heirs, of the same body, and partakers of His promise in 
Christ through the gospel,

Ephesians 3:12
in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him.

Ephesians 4:24
and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and
holiness.

Ephesians 5:8
For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light

Exodus 19:5
Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a 
special treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine.

Galatians 2:20
I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life 
which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself 
for me.

Galatians 3:13
Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is 
written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”),

Galatians 3:26
For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.

Galatians 4:6-7
And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, 
“Abba, Father!”
[7] Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, then an heir of God through 
Christ.

Genesis 1:27
So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female 
He created them.

Hebrews 10:10
By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for 
all.

Hebrews 13:5-6
Let your conduct be without covetousness; be content with such things as you have. For He 
Himself has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.”
[6] So we may boldly say:
“The Lord is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?”



Isaiah 43:4
Since you were precious in My sight, You have been honoured, And I have loved you; 
Therefore I will give men for you, And people for your life.

Isaiah 49:16
See, I have inscribed you on the palms of My hands; Your walls are continually before Me.

Jeremiah 1:5
“Before I formed you in the womb I knew you; Before you were born I sanctified you; I 
ordained you a prophet to the nations.”

John 1:12
But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those 
who believe in His name:

[14] You are My friends if you do whatever I command you.
[15] No longer do I call you servants, for a servant does not know what his master is doing; but 
I have called you friends, for all things that I heard from My Father I have made known to you.

1 John 3:1-2
Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed on us, that we should be called children of
God! Therefore the world does not know us, because it did not know Him.[2] Beloved, now we 
are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when 
He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is.

1 John 5:18
We know that whoever is born of God does not sin; but he who has been born of God keeps 
himself, and the wicked one does not touch him.

Matthew 5:13-14
“You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt loses its flavour, how shall it be seasoned? It is then 
good for nothing but to be thrown out and trampled underfoot by men.
[14] “You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden.



1 Peter 1:23
having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God 
which lives and abides forever,

1 Peter 2:9-10
But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that 
you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;
[10] who once were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy 
but now have obtained mercy.

1 Peter 2:24-25
who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live 
for righteousness – by whose stripes you were healed.
[25] For you were like sheep going astray, but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer 
of your souls.

Philippians 1:6
being confident of this very thing, that He who has begun a good work in you will complete it 
until the day of Jesus Christ;

Philippians 2:13
for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure.

Philippians 3:20-21
For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Saviour, the Lord 
Jesus Christ,
[21] who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body, 
according to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself.

Philippians 4:13
I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.

Philippians 4:19
And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

Psalm 118:26
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the LORD! We have blessed you from the house of the 
LORD.

Psalm 139:13-15
For You formed my inward parts; You covered me in my mother’s womb.
[14] I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; Marvelous are Your works, 
And that my soul knows very well.[15] My frame was not hidden from You, When I was made 
in secret, And skillfully wrought in the lowest parts of the earth.

and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the 
kings of the earth.

Romans 5:1
Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus

Romans 6:6

Romans 8:1-2

[16] The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,
[17] and if children, then heirs-heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with
Him, that we may also be glorified together.

And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are 
the called according to His purpose.

Romans 8:37
Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.
